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STEP 4
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Steps to Check and Fix Dining Chair Stability

1. Initial Check for Wobbles:
- Place the dining chair on a level surface.

- Check if the chair wobbles.

- If wobbling is detected, perform the Drop Test.

2. Lift the Dining Chair:
- Lift the chair 30mm to 50mm off the ground.

- Ensure your feet and toes are well away from the drop zone.

- Drop the chair freely and vertically so all four legs hit the ground simultaneously.

- This test helps realign all parts and gaps into their proper positions.

3. Tighten Bolts and Screws:
- Tighten all bolts and screws.

- Tighten bolts and screws sequentially, using an alternating pattern.

- Avoid fully tightening any bolt or screw at once, as this can cause the frame to warp.
