Important Notes

The following installation steps take a 44inch track as an example. Please refer to the [Number
of Parts in Different Track Sizes] for the quantity of accessories for different sizes of tracks

It is very important to determine whether you need to install a Header
Board before you install the track.

If you meet following situations, we highly recommended you using a header board (These situations
might include but are not limited to)

« the wall is not concrete wall, such as drywall or other type wall

e thereis a doorway trim (like a door frame or a skirting line)

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Header Board requirments:

1"x 4" or 1" x 6" Size

Made of solid wood

Same length as your track length or longer

Attention: Header Board & the screws to install header board are
not included. You can buy them online or offline.



Product Assembly

Step-1(for single door)

1. Use a Level and Tape Measure to mark the center line of the track. As is shown in part in the picture
above, the height of the center line to the floor (measuring up from the floor) is 85 134s".

2. Position the track in place by the marked center line, ensuring it is level, and use the track as a
template to mark mounting holes location for the track with a pencil

3. According to the marked track position, perpendicular to the track horizontal line, mark the position
of the axle line of the fixed axis with a pencil. It is necessary that the distance from the axle line to
the first hole position shall more than 1 346” to ensure that the hole positions of the axle line and the
holes of rail will not interfere with each other.

See installation tip below.

Make sure that the door can cover the door opening
during rotation before you mark the axle centre line.

INSTALLATION TIP:

To mark the holes more conveniently, you could install track with one end bolt without spacer,
which helps fix one end of the track. And then you can move the free end to ensure the track level
to mark mounting holes.

Step-2(for double door)

Note: It is necessary that the distance from the axle line to the first hole position shall more than 1 34s” to
ensure that the hole positions of the axle line and the holes of rail will not interfere with each other.

The distances between 2 axle centre line are 2L-234"(L=length of single door)
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A. Insert the rail connector.
B. Insert the other rail to the connector and install the rail onto the wall.
C. Tightened up the screws in the rail connector

Drill the marked holes with drill bits. Notice: The hole sizes of the 2 walls are different.

We provide 2 kinds of screws for you to install rail onto concrete wall or drywall.

(A) Concrete wall Installation.

STEP-5

Installing BiFold butt hinges on the back for the door.

a) Lay the doors to be joined together face down on a flat surface.

b) Space the hinges 10" down from the top and up from the bottom of the door.Install a hinge in the
middle of the door.

c) Align the hinge knuckle parallel and directly over the joint between the two panels.

d) Secure the hinges to the door with the supplied flathead screws.
