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Care & Maintenance

LOCATION: Recommended for outdoor use. Only use on a flat, level surface. Be mindful of where the unit is
placed, leaks and/or run-off from planters can damage surfaces.

FILLING: Lightweight potting soil is recommended for filling the planter.

CLEANING:

EXTERIOR: Wipe the exterior of the unit with a damp cloth.

PLANTER BOX (EMPTY): Mix 1 part distilled vinegar with 4 or 5 parts warm water. Use a soft cloth to wash the
interior of the unit. Rinse thoroughly to ensure all residue has been removed.

EXPOSURE: Over time, sunlight and weather elements may degrade and change the color of this product.
