BASIC ASSEMBLY TECHNIQUES

Before attaching each of the sarews,
make sure that the smaller lock
washer is between the larger washer
and the head of the screw.

Some furniture come with optional
height adjustment knobs
underneath each leg. Turn this knob
ocounterclockwise to raise the leg level
or dockwise to lower the leg level.

Position each part correctly and irsert
all sarews into their respective holes.
Then, hand-tighten oriy urtil 70%
tight. Compiete tightering with the
tods will come at a later step.

Make sure the firniture rests on a
flat and level surface with each leg
evenly toucdhing the greund. Use a

soft blarket or carpet underneath
when turning the piece onits side.

Finally, make sure all parts are
properly aligred then use the included
tools to completely tighten the
saews, Your furniture is now ready
for Lee.

Store the tools for later maintemance,
Tighten the sadews again after two
(2) weeks, and then at least once
every six (6) months after that
