1: Powering your Arm

Packing list:

Connect the power cable.
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6:Foot Washer(4)

D:Foot(4) 2:U Connector(2)

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2: Powering your Articulating Reading Light
Insert the LED light to the Power Grommet

3: Touching area
1st touch, turns light to low brightness
2nd touch, turns light to high brightness
3rd touch, will turn light off.

4: Powering your Flexible Magnetic Phone Holder
a. Insert the Phone Holder into the Power Grommet.
b. Adjust the Phone Holder to a suitable angle.
c. Place your compatible smart phone near the magnetic area

on the charging holder. It will attract and attach to your phone.

Charging will start automatically.
