Installation of the Battery Box for Power Outage

1. This battery box is for use as backup during power outages. The battery box must
not be used simultaneously with a plugged-in power source when the toilet is in
operation. It is recommended to connect it to the main unit only during power outages.
We accept no responsibility for the consequences of using dual power sources at the
same time, and such usage is not covered by the warranty.

2. Before activating the power outage flushing function, install 10 AA alkaline batteries

(batteries not included, please purchase separately ) intothe battery box in advance
(open the battery box with a screwdriver). Do not mix new and old batterise,
batteries of different models, or

batteries from different brands. When replacing the batteries, ensure that all are

replaced at the same time.

3. Please follow the "+" and "-" signs on the battery box when installing batteries. This

battery box is a series battery group, and no single cell can be reversed. Failing to do

so may cause battery damage, and in severe cases, may pose safety hazards such as

explosion and combustion.

4. Take out the battery connection cable from the rear side of seat cover and connect
it to the battery box, ensuring that it is plugged in place.

5. Do not disassemble the battery box unnecessarily. After replacing the battery, make
sure to seal the battery box tightly. If moisture from the bathroom gets into the box, it
could cause the batteries to rust and become damaged.

6. When replacing batteries, disconnect the battery box from the main unit.

7. To avoid potential hazards, this battery box cannot be recharged.

Automatic Opening of the Toilet Lid / Automatic Closing of the Lid & Toilet Seat

The toilet lid automatically opens when the user approaches the toilet. The seat and
lid automatically close 2 minutes after the user leaves the toilet's sensor range. Press
the Dryer button on the remote control to turn this function on or off.

Foot Kick to Open/Close the Lid or Seat

The foot kick feature allows users to conveniently open or close the toilet lid or seat
by pressing the button with their foot. This hands-free operation is hygienic, simple,
and intuitive to use.

Rear Wash

Water is released from the single nozzle for a powerful cleaning effect. The cleaning
cycle lasts for 90 seconds. You can stop it anytime by pressing and holding the side
button on the toilet for 2 seconds (while seated) or by pressing the "Stop" button on
the remote control.

Feminine Wash / Front Wash
Designed for gentle cleaning specifically for female use.

Warm Air Dryer

The warm air dryer has 4 temperature settings (room temperature, high, medium,
low) for drying after cleansing.
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Features

360° Foam Shield

Automatically activates when you sit, creating a foam layer that prevents splashing,
blocks odors, and resists bacteria for a cleaner, more hygienic experience.

One-Twist Quick Mode (Wash + Flush + Dry)

When you activate a cleaning mode using the button (rear wash or feminine wash), the
system will automatically follow a one-press sequence: wash, flush, and dry. Each
cleaning cycle lasts 90 seconds, followed by automatic flushing and a 3-minute drying
cycle.

If the full 90-second wash cycle is not needed, you can skip directly to the flushing and
drying phases. For example, if the rear wash is currently active, simply press the rear
wash button again to skip the remaining wash time and proceed to flushing and drying.

Remote Control
Allfunctions can be accessed via the wireless remote control.

Rear Wash with Moving Nozzle

The nozzle moves back and forth to provide a thorough cleaning over a wider area. To
toggle between moving and non-moving cleaning, simply press the current wash
button again on the remote control (for example, if rear wash is active, briefly press
the rear wash button again to toggle). Please note that only the remote control can be
used to switch between moving and non-moving cleaning modes.

Feminine Wash with Moving Nozzle
The nozzle moves back and forth to provide gentle cleaning over a wider area.

Hot and Cold Massage

The nozzle alternates between warm and cool water for a massaging effect. After the
user is seated and a cleaning mode (rear wash or feminine wash) is activated, press and
hold the feminine wash button on the remote control for 5 seconds to start the hot and
cold massage. A single beep will sound to confirm activation. The nozzle alternates
between 10 seconds of cool water and 5 seconds of warm water, continuing until the
current cleaning mode ends (90 seconds). To deactivate the hot and cold massage,
press and hold the feminine wash button on the remote control for 5 seconds again.
Two beeps will sound to confirm deactivation. On some models, the night light will also
flash as an indicator when turning off the hot and cold massage.
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Aperient/ Enema

Water is released from the single nozzle with strong pressure to help relieve constipation
or assist with easier bowel movements. After the user is seated, press and hold the

rear button for 5 seconds to enter the enema mode (indicated by a single beep).

In enema mode, the nozzle position is fixed, and water is released at maximum flow. The
enema cleaning cycle lasts for 90 seconds.

Cleansing Strength Adjustment
Adjust the cleansing strength/water pressure according to your preference.

Cleansing Position Adjustment
Adjust the cleansing position by moving the nozzle back and forth.

The radar sensor sensitivity on the ZY695A Mini can be adjusted to control
the detection range. By default, the sensor is set to level 7. You can reduce the
sensitivity by lowering the level, which will decrease the detection range.
