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Read instructions, cover to cover.
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Have 2 adults on hand for assembly.
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Do not assemble on flooring or carpet

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This bar cart has multiple parts and may require up to some 1 hours to assemble. To give you
an overview of the bar cart parts, the above picture is to help you put the various parts into
perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and
steps before assembly.

Step 1

1/ Attach the 4 magnetic latches (5) to the Upper Shelf (C) using 8 screws (M3.5 x 15 mm).
Tighten them with a screwdriver.




Step 2

2/ Attach the Side Leg (A) to the Lower Shelf (D) using 2 bolts (M6 x 100 mm) and 2 barrel nuts
(M6 x 15 mm). Tighten with the Allen Wrench (M4).

DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.
Step 3
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3/ Attach it to the Upper Shelf (C) using 2 bolts (M6 x 100 mm) and 2 barrel nuts (M6 x 15 mm).
Tighten with the Allen Wrench (M4).
DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.

Step 4

4/ Attach it to the Top (B) using 2 bolts (M6 x 100 mm) and 2 barrel nuts (M6 x 15 mm). Tighten
with the Allen Wrench (M4).
DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.




Step 5

5/ Attach it to the Middle Shelf (E) using 2 screws (M6 x 35 mm). Tighten with the Allen Wrench
(M4).
DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.

Step 6

6/ Attach the remaining Side Leg(A) using 6 bolts (M6 x 100 mm) and 6 barrel nuts (M6 x 15
mm). Tighten with the Allen Wrench (M4).
DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.

Step 7

7/ Tighten the 2 screws (M6 x 35mm) with the Allen Wrench (M4).
DO NOT fully tighten the Vis at this time.




Step 8

8/ Attach the Back bracket(H) to the Font bracket(l) and the Push Handle Bar(J) using 2 screws
(M6 x 35 mm). Tighten with the Allen Wrench (M4).

DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.

Step 9

9/ Attach it to the cabinet body using 8 bolts (M6 x 70 mm). Tighten with the Allen Wrench (M4).
DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts at this time.
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Step 10
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10/ Attach the Storage Shelf (K) using 4 bolts (M6 x 70 mm). Tighten with the Allen Wrench
(M4).
Fully tighten the Bolts/Vis at this time.




11/Attach 8 hinges to the 2 Left Doors (G) and 2 Right Doors (H) using 16 screws (M4x15mm).

Step 12

12/ Attach the 1 Right Door(H) and 1 Left Door(G) to the front cabinet body using 16 screws (M4
x 15 mm). Tighten clockwise with a screwdriver.

Step 13

13/ Attach the 1 Left Door(G) and 1 Right Door(H) to the back cabinet body using 16 screws
(M4 x 15 mm). Tighten clockwise with a screwdriver.
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14/Lay the cabinet on its side and install the four wheels(9) onto its four legs, tightening them
clockwise. Then, stand the cabinet upright as shown in the picture
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Adjusting door hinges and wheels

1.Back and Forth Adjustment: To move the cabinet door closer to or farther from the cabinet

frame
2. Left and Right Adjustment: To shift the cabinet door sideways for alignment.

TIPS FOR ADJUSTMENT:
These“adjustments”are not preset and will need to be checked to meet the desired look

* We recommend the use of a #2 Phillips Screwdriver.

* Adjust in small steps and check you rprogress frequently.

* Use a measuring tape to ensure the gaps between the top and bottom of the door are even.
* Avoid forcing the door closed if it does not align properly,as this may damage the door

* If the alignment is still off, make further adjustments as needed.

By following these steps,you can achieve a balanced door alignment.

If you need further adjustments, repeat the process in small increments.

Important notes
While adjusting the hinges, firmly hold the door in place to prevent it from falling and getting damaged.

Repeatedly tightening and loosening the hinge screws can cause the screw holes to widen. To avoid
this, minimize adjustments and avoid overtightening.

ON OFF
To lock the wheel:

* Press the brake lever down until it engages. When the brake is activated, the wheel is locked
To unlock the wheel:

. Pull the brake lever up to release it. Once the brake is disengaged, the wheel can rotate
and move freely.
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Questions & Answers about Proposition 65

. What is Proposition 657

Proposition 65 requires businesses to provide warnings to Californians about
significant exposures to chemicals that cause cancer, birth defects or other
reproductive harm. These chemicals can be in the products that Californians
purchase, in their homes or workplaces, or that are released into the
environment. By requiring that this information be provided, Proposition 65
enables Californians to make informed decisions about their exposures to these
chemicals.

Proposition 65 also prohibits California businesses from knowingly discharging
significant amounts of listed chemicals into sources of drinking water.
Proposition 65 requires California to publish a list of chemicals known to cause
cancer, birth defects or other reproductive harm. This list, which must be
updated at least once a year, has grown to include approximately 900
chemicals since it was first published in 1987.

. What types of chemicals are on the Proposition 65 list?

The list contains a wide range of naturally occurring and synthetic chemicals
that include additives or ingredients in pesticides, common household products,
food, drugs, dyes, or solvents. Listed chemicals may also be used in
manufacturing and construction, or they may be byproducts of chemical
processes, such as motor vehicle exhaust.

. What does a warning mean?

If a warning is placed on a product label or posted or distributed at a workplace,
a business, or in rental housing, the business issuing the warning is aware or
believes that it is exposing individuals to one or more listed chemicals.

By law, a warning must be given for listed chemicals unless the exposure is low
enough to pose no significant risk of cancer or is significantly below levels
observed to cause birth defects or other reproductive harm.
