Overview Pillow (C+D)

This Chaise has multiple parts and may require up to 30 minutes to assemble. To
give you an overview of the Chaise parts, the above picture is to help you put the
various parts into perspective. Please read through the instructions below to
familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before assembly.

Step 1

Seat Frame(A)
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Tilt and lay the Chaise on its side onto a flat surface, Install the Wooden Legs(B)
With Washer Rings(®) onto the bottom of the Seat Frame(A).

Tighten by turning the Legs clockwise.

Note: The use of Washer Rings is OPTIONAL and are especially useful to help
alleviate slight wobbleness. Some Legs may need more than one Washer .
