Site preparation suggestion: Level the ground surface,construct a wooden
or concrete base as a foundation.

6. When the wind force reaches scale 8, please take corresponding
measures to reinforce the gazebo to prevent it from being damaged
by the wind, and be cautious of safety issues during strong wind con-
ditions.

7. It is necessary to use anchor bolts, expansion bolts and ropes to fix
the gazebo to the foundation for Long-term stability.

8. We offer a one-year warranty, excluding damages caused by improp-
er installation, incorrect usage, failure to use the fixing accessories,
unclean snow, or failure to take preventive measures.

9. Stay away from open flames.
