Position the faucet on the sink. If the sink surface is
uneven, a small amount of silicone sealant may be

and cold water supply valves. If you are replacing an
existing faucet, remove the old faucet.

Assemble the spout as shown using hand tighten ONLY.

Flush System/Check for Leaks
Connect the hot and cold water supplies to the shanks
as shown. Remove the aerator. Turn the handle all the
way on. Turn on hot and cold water supplies and flush
water lines for one minute. This flushes away any
debris that could cause damage to internal parts.
Check all connections for leaks. Replace aerator. Re-
tighten if necessary, but do not over tighten.

4. Place the Gasket
