Secure
corner holes with bolts (#A) and fully tighten all bolts.

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Prepare 4 bolts assembly by inserting lock washer (#D), then flat washer (#E) onto bolts (#B). Align and
secure legs (#3) onto chair seat (#2) by using bolts (#B). Fully tighten bolts.
