Two of them are usually in slotted holes which
allows you to adjust up or down by a few mm.
Then tighten back up.

To adjust depth.

Loosen screw "II" and adjust door, if the door
cannot be adjusted, please loosen screw "III",
then try again. Tighten screw "II" and "III"

To adjust side ways.
Turning the screw "III" on both hinges on
each door.

2)Refer to the assembly manual to check if the holes for the slide rail are
assembled correctly.If there is no problem with the assembly,but the
slide rail is stuck in the process of pushing in,please release the entire
draweras you did the first time you removed the drawer slides,and then
push it back in again.
