Installation
1.Insert the fixture wire on the wire connector(C) into the groove located on 

   the top of the ground stake(B).
2.Ensure the fixture wire on the wire connector(C) stays in the center of the 

   groove to avoid damage to the fixture wire.
3.Screw the lamp bodyA) onto the top of the ground stake(B).
4.Prepare a hole in the installation location. Use a tool such as a screw- 
   driver to prepare the installation hole to ensure that the hole is not larger 
   than the ground stake(B).
5.Install the fixture in the ground by pushing on the top of lamp body.

6.Place the wire connector(C) on opposite sides of the low voltage cable 
  (not included) from the transformer (not included) where the fixture will be 
  located.
7.Align and fit the main low voltage cable vertically to the slot of the wire 
  connector (C).
8.Press the wire connector (C) together until it is locked around the main low 
   voltage cable. The pre-set prongs will pierce the cable insulation and 
   establish contact with the electrical wire inside.
9.Once the wire connector (C) is in place, it is recommended to wrap it with 
   electrical tape (not included).
10.After all fixtures are installed, turn on the transformer.
