Step 1: Guide build-in nuts on back panel (B) into the holes on left arm (A1) and Step 2: Place seat panel (C) between arms and back panel, attach it to arms (A1 and A2)
right arm (A2). Attach left arm (A1) and right arm (A2) to back panel (B) with 4pcs with 4pcs bolts (F) and 4pcs washers (D), and then attached to back panel with 2pcs bolts (F)
bolts (E) and 4pcs washers (D). and 2pcs washers (D).
