A READ AND FOLLOW ALL SAFETY WARNINGS AND INSTRUCTIONS IN

* Never place spotlight face down when light is on or is still hot from recent use, doing so
could burn/ignite surfaces such as seats, carpeting, etc. and cause major property damage

+ Always turn spotlight off when not in use
* Unplug charger from light and power source when not in use

+ NEVER look straight into the light source when spotlight is turned on and never aim the light
into the eyes of anyone

* The spotlight lens is HOT and may cause serious burn, do NOT touch when spotlight is on
and shortly after powered off

* Do NOT allow children to handle or operate this spotlight

* Product should NOT be used for other than its intended use

+ Do NOT charge or operate spotlight near combustible or flammable materials

« Battery must NOT be charged in gas tight enclosures

« Do NOT charge battery pack using both AC and DC chargers together, choose one

+ If any part of spotlight (cord, plug, battery pack, bulb, etc.) appears damaged or corroded,
do NOT charge

*  Outdoor AC outlet CANNOT be used to recharge battery pack

* Prevent accidental shock; always charge using Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter (GFCI)
outlet

* Only use charging devices included with spotlight or its replacements
« Do NOT dissemble or tamper with battery
+ Battery must be disposed of properly, discarding battery in fire may cause an explosion

battery to fully charge.

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+ Afully charged battery will provide approximately 1.5~2
hours of continuous light on high mode and 5~6 hours on

+ Do not allow battery to completely discharge

«  Turn spotlight OFF and recharge battery as soon as
possible

To Operate

IMPORTANT:
Make sure the light is OFF. Leaving spotlight ON during
charging may cause damage to battery and AC charger.

12-24 volt DC charger operates from a DC receptacle for
charging battery or continuous corded operation while
vehicle engine is running.

NOTE: To prevent car battery from completely discharg-
ing, it is recommended that car engine remain running
while in use.

To Charge Spotlight:
Step 1:  Open transparent tail cap to charge the battery

Step 2: Plug the AC USB Charger(Micro USB cord) or the
designated DC Charger/adapter into corresponding
charging port

Step 3:  Single blue LED indicator will be flashing when battery

is charging

Note: Make sure spotlight is off while charging with

AC USB charger (Micro USB cord)

Spotlight can operate while charging with
designated DC charger/adapter but spotlight
must be OFF while charging with AC USB
charger (Micro USB cord)

Dual Function LED indicators
- Charging indication

- Battery Status Transparent tail cap

Glows in the dark

DC Charger/Adapter

AC USB Charger
(Micro USB cord)

Designed with IC chip controlling the battery saver and safe
mode which automatically reduces brightness and temperature
after 2~3 minutes or 56°C to extend runtime and ensure safety.

A waRNING

Recharge battery fully before first use

Do NOT leave battery uncharged for extended period
(recharge the battery every 6 months)

The normal charging time is approximately 5Hrs by AC USB
home adapter or approximately 4Hrs by DC 12~24V car
charger (never charge longer than 12Hrs continuously) depend
on the output of your charging adapter.

Do NOT attempt to charge battery using both AC and DC
chargers at the same time, doing so will damage the battery
and charger

When the spotlight is fully charged, lock the cap in place
Never dismantle the battery parts
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Dual Function LED indicators:

Blue LEDs located on back of spotlight (reference illustration on
the left) provide battery status, indicate when battery is charging,
and when charging is complete.

+ BATTERY LEVELS:

o Three (3) blue LEDs constant on indicate
100% - 60% battery life

o Two (2) blue LEDs constant on indicate
59% - 40% battery life

0 One (1) blue LED constant on indicates
39% - 20% battery (charging recommended)

o One (1) blue LED flashing indicates light will turn
off automatically very soon.

* CHARGING BATTERY:
0 One (1) blue LED flashing = CHARGING
o Three (3) blue LED constant on = CHARGING
COMPLETE

Note: Always allow battery to fully charge. LED indicator
on the designated DC Charger/Adapter stays red while
in use.

For best results leave Spotlight on trickle charge for an extra
1~2 hour after all 3 indicators have turned on.

To Replace DC Plug Fuse

Step 1:  Disconnect spotlight from power source

Step 2:  Unscrew cap of DC plug and pull out the fuse

Step 3:  Pull fuse holder and fuse out of DC plug and observe
to see if fuse is burned out
Note: Replace with new 5A fuse only if fuse
element is missing or broken

Step 4:  Pull fuse out of fuse holder and insert new fuse into
holder

Step 5:  Insert fuse holder and fuse into DC plug

Step 6:  Screw cap onto lighter plug.

To Prevent Damage to Spotlight and Battery:

*  Recharge battery fully before first use

« Do not use spotlight while charging directly from AC outlet; doing so may cause damage to spotlight battery and AC charger
«  DC charger, for charging spotlight battery, operates using 12~24V DC connection from vehicle while engine is running

+  Only use charging devices included with spotlight or its replacements

« Do not allow battery to completely discharge, if spotlight is dim the battery is low

*  Recharge battery as soon as possible after each use

+  Keep battery fully charged when not in use to prolong the overall life

IMPORTANT: A completely discharged battery may not recharge properly.

Charge battery before storing for extended periods

A WARNING A damaged battery can leak acid, avoid contact with eyes, skin and do NOT ingest. If contact occurs, flush
