FIXTURE INSTALLATION 
1. Remove the fixture. shades and parts bag(s) from the carton. 

Before discarding lhe carton, double check to make certain that all parts are round. 

5. This fixture is supplied with a swivel. By rotaling !he canopy lhe nxture may be mounted lo an angled ceiling. 

4. This rrxture is supplied with a J·piece stem. There is one 6' section, one 12' section and one 18" section 
This fealure allows ihe fixture lo be mounled wilh a stem up to ~5· in length in s· increments. 

3. This fixture is 9esigned lo be mounted on a correctly installed standard round or octagon box or a through wiring box w1U, a plaster frame. 
The box musl be securely mounted lo lhe structure of lhe buildlag. 

2. If an existing fixture is being replaced, remove il and note tc ,,,: ,; ,: , ot lhe wires in IM outlet box !he fixlure was attached, 
DO NOT SE PARA TE ANY OTHER WIRES THAT MAY BE iii: 1 HE BOX. DO l'.OT DAMAGE THE INSULATION OF OLDER WIRING. 
In regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be lhe 'Hot' 'ead andlhe WHITE wire will be the 'Neutral' or 'Common' lead. 
A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good pracHce lo reconfirm the POiarity of the wiring 

INSTALLATION PR,EP:,RATION 
1. TURN Off THE ENTIRE ELECTRICAL CIRCUIT TO WHICH 1 HE LIGHTING FIXTURE IS TO BE ATTACHED. 

Move.the appropriate circuit breaker lo lhe ·arr position or completely remove lhe fuse controlling lbe circuit. 

2. TOOLS NEEDED: Blade screwdriver, small adjustable wrench or slip-joint pliers, electrical current lester, stepladder and electrical tape
