CHANDELIER LIGHT (CHAIN)



STEP 1
Attach the end of the chain to the loop on the 
fixture. 

STEP 2
Use the mounting screws to attach the mounting 
unit to the junction box

STEP 3
Pass the chain and the branchwires through the 
screw collar ring and canopy. Feed the branchwires 
through the pipe nipple on the mounting unit and 
attach the end of the chain to the mounting unit.
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E12*6(60W)

STEP 4
Make the electrical connection from the junction 
box to the fixture. Connect the ground wire to the 
mounting unit using the preinstalled green ground 
screw. Then, connect the positive, negative and 
ground wires with the supplied wire nuts. Secure 
with electrical tape

STEP 5
Secure the canopy to the mounting unit with the 
screw collar ring.

STEP 6
Install bulbs (not included)

Connect Clear, Brown, Gold or 
Black Parallel Wire without tracer
