To secure Bedside against wall, attach two Brackets ((4)) on wall
and product, use Tipover Restraint Straps ((7)) to connect the
Brackets ((4)) .
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4.1) Drill two holes on wall at same height as Brackets ((4)) on
Bedside with Power Drill ((3)).

You can mark these points in two ways as below:

1) Move the Bedside back to the wall. Mark two points same height
as Bedside on the wall.

Note: The Brackets need to be secured to solid, load bearing
surface.
