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(4) PREPARING THE FIXTURE

Refer to figure for illustration of fixture parts and assembly.

1. If you are replacing an existing fixture,disconnect and remove the old fixture.Exposé
the supply wiring from the (1)J-hox.

2. Lay the un-assembled fixture on a soft surface and carefully remove all the
packing material.

3. Fasten the (2)Crossbar to the (1)J-box with the (3)Screws.

4, Connect the fixture wires to the power wires in the J-Box. Connect the black fixture wire
to the black power wire and the white fixture wire to the white power wire.Secure the
connection with the supplied (5)Wire connectors and U.L Listed electrical tape
(not supplied).

5. Connect the (4)Fixture ground wire to the ground wire from the J-Box and secure
with the (14)Wire connector and U.L Listed electrical tape (not supplied).

6. Insertthe (6)Nipple into the central hole of the (2)Crosshar, and adjust to
suitable length.

7. Fasten the (7)Hex nut against the (6)Nipple sothatthe (6)Nipple will not
rotate further.

8. Insert the (6)Nipple through the central hole of the (8)Fixture and secure
against the wall with the (9)Cap nut.

9. Insert bulb into socket. DO NOT EXCEED WATTAGE AS PER GAUTION LABEL.

10. Restore the electricity and check the operation of your new lighting fixture.
Disconnect the power before moving to point 11.-installation of the (11) glass shade.

NOTE: This fixture has been certified for Wet Location,
and it is for outside applications. Therefore,as to reduce
the risk of electrical shock, it is strongly recommended
that a silicone caulking be utilized to provide a watertight
seal between the fixture and its mounting surface.

11. Place the (11)Shade, flush against the (8)Fixture. Align the holes in the (11)Shade
with the holes on the side of the Fixture Assembly and secure with the supplied
(12)Screws.The (11)Shade is fragile,so make sure that you do not damage it by
over tightening the (12)Screws.

12. Restore electricity and enjoy your new fixture.

» Do Not use Bulbs Exceeding Maximum Wattage, As
