Assembly Instructions

STEP 1

Fitting castors

Insert the castors (9) into the
at the bottom of the five-star
base (8).

Fitting Gas and gas lift
cover

Insert gas lift (5) into five-
star base (8).

Push the gas lift cover (6)
onto the gas lift (5)

STEP 2

Fitting the backstrap

Insert the backstrap (7)
into the back (1).

OUTWARD on the back of

the backstrap needs to be

facing away from the front
of the back.

Fix the back (1) to the
backstrap (7) using the
back screw (13) and the
5mm allen key (11)

ATTENTION Il
Place backrest face down
to attach backrest post.

STEP 3
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Fitting the arms

Insert arm (3) into the
bracket attached to the seat
(2) using the handwheels
(16).

Attach left and right arm in
the same way.

Penny and spring washers
must be used

STEP 5

Fitting the back to the
seat

Attach the backstrap (7) to
the Mechanism (5) using
the backstrap screw (14)
and the M6 allen key (12)

STEP 6

Fitting the backstrap
cover

Attach the backstrap cover
(10) to the back using the
hooks on the backstrap
cover (10)

The back plastic may need
to be pulled out slightly to
make room for the hooks

STEP 7

Fitting the chair body
to the gas lift

Attach the mechanism (4)
to the gas lift (5)

We recommend that two
people are used for this
action

For lumbar support, inflate back
airbag by pumping air through
the air pump. To discharge air,
turn releasing knob of the air
pump counterclockwise.

MECHANISM INSTRUCTIONS

(A) Back angle adjustment lever.
(B) Combination seat / back angle adjustment lever with infinite lock.
(C) Seat height adjustment lever.
(D) Forward filt lever
“While seated, lift lever B and then lean back to activate locking mechanism;
*Pull lever D backward to allow seat to tilt forward-or-push lever D forward to straighten seat;
*To lock in desired position, push lever B downward.
(E) Tension control knob-Turn clockwise to increase tension and counter-clockwise to decrease tension.
(F) Sliding seat:
Seat depth adjusts for different user leg lengths.
