Before assembly, check local building codes for foundations,locations and other
requirements. Check this owner's manual. carefully Detailed information and help-
ful tips will make your assembly easier and more enjoyable.

Assembly Instructions: Instructions are supplied in this manual and contain all
appropriate information for your building model.Review all instructions before
assembly, follow the steps.

Parts and Parts List: Check to be sure that you have all the necessary parts for
assembly.

Separate the parts of the carton by the part number while reviewing parts list.

The first few steps show how to connect related parts to make larger sub assemblies
which will be used later.

Familiarize yourself with the hardware and fasteners for easier use during assem-
bly.These are packaged within the carton.

Note:Extra fasteners have been supplied for yourconvenience.

Plan Ahead

Observe the Weather: Be sure the day you select to install the dog kennel is dry
and calm.Do not attempt to assemble your building on a windy day.

Teamwork: If it is possible, two or more people should work together to assemble
the dog kennel. One person can position parts or panels while the other is able to
handle thefasteners and the tools.

Tools and Materials: These are some basic tools and materials you will need for the
assembly of the dog kennel. Decide the method of anchoring and the type of foun-
dationyou wish to use in order to form a complete list of the materials you will need.
