proper installation and use of the ceiling fan. Here are a few tips
to ensure efficient product performance.

Choosing the Appropriate Mounting Location

Ceiling fans should be installed or mounted in the middle of the
room and positioned at least 7 feet above the floor and 18 inches
away from the walls.

If the ceiling height allows, it is recommended to install the fan 7~9
feet above the floor to achieve optimal airflow.

Turn Off When Not in the Room

If the room is unoccupied, turn off the ceiling fan to conserve
energy.

Using the Ceiling Fan Year Round

Summer Season: Use the ceiling fan in the counterclockwise
direction. The airflow created by the ceiling fan produces a
wind-chill effect, making you feel cooler. Select a fan speed that
provides a comfortable breeze; lower speeds consume less energy.

Winter Season: Reverse the motor and operate the ceiling fan at a
low speed in the clockwise direction. This produces a gentle
updraft, which pushes the warm air near the ceiling down into the
occupied space. Remember to adjust your thermostat when using
your ceiling fan.
