ATTENTION: Keep leg

adjusters 0.25" from the floor.

e Slide center support rail(s) (1) into the head rail bracket (B)

and foot rail bracket (C). Using a screwdriver, secure the
center support rail(s) (I) by tightening the short screws (K)
on the head rail (B) and foot rail (C).

Note that Full and Queen sizes
only include one center support
rail (I). Twin size does not have
center support rail(s) (D).

Finish tightening the short bolts (E) with
Allen key (F). Using a screwdriver,
tighten long screws (L) to secure
the slat roll (M) to the side
