Assembly Instructions

TO AVOID POTENTIAL SCRATCHING TO PARTS BY ROUGH GROUND SURFACE, COVER GROUND WITH
SOFT SMOOTH PROTECTIVE MATERIAL ON WHICH TO PLACE PARTS DURING ASSEMBLY.

Step 1:
Remove protective wrapping and lay all parts on floor. Identify all parts packed in carton against attached parts list.

Step 2:

Lounge Chair: Assemble Right Arm (A), Left Arm (B),Lounge Chair Back (C), Lounge Chair Seat (D) together with
Long Bolts (J), Medium Bolts (K) , Washers (N), using Allen Wrench (O) to thread bolts into frame as shown in
Diagram 1. Afterwards, put Bolt Covers (M) over Bolts and then put on Seat Cushion (Q) and Back Cushion (P)
accordingly.

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Step 3:

Love Seat: Assemble Right Arm (A), Left Arm (B), Loveseat Back (E), Loveseat Seat (F) together with Long Bolts (J),
Medium Bolts (K) ,Washers (N), using Allen Wrench (O) to thread bolts into frame as shown in Diagram 2.
Afterwards, put Bolt Covers (M) over Bolts and then put on Seat Cushions (Q) and Back Cushions (P) accordingly.

Step 4:

Coffee Table: Turn Table Top (G) upside down. Attach Leg (H), Stretcher (I) to Coffee Table Top (G) with Short Bolts
(L) and Washers (N), using Allen Wrench (O) to thread bolts into frame as shown in Diagram 3. Then turn table to
upright position.

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HELPFUL TIP: When attaching frame parts together, first loosely thread all bolts into their attachment points and
make sure all parts and bolts fit in place properly. Then go back to fully and securely tighten all bolts accordingly.
Tightening first bolt immediately without all frame parts and bolts positioned in place may cause frame parts not to fit
properly and make assembly difficult.

NOTE: IT IS USER'S RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE SURE ALL PARTS ARE ASSEMBLED PROPERLY AND PARTS
TIGHTENED SECURELY BEFORE USING FURNITURE.
