Before starting your installation disconnect the Power by turning off the * 2x60W A19 Bulbs
Circuit Breaker or by removing the fuse at the fuse box. Just turning the
light off at the light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

MOUNT CROSSBAR

If there is an existing fixture remove it. Expose the
supply wires from the j-box. Mount the supplied

crossbar to the J-Box.
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CONNECT THE WIRES

Gently pull the supply wires. Connect the black fixture wire to the
black supply wire and the white fixture wire to the white supply wire.
Connect the fixture ground wire to the ground wire from the J-Box.
Secure all connections with the supplied wire connectors and U.L

listed electrical tape (not supplied). Tuck all wires carefully into the J-Box.

MOUNT THE WALL PLATE

Insert the nipple into the central hole of the crossbar, and adjust to
suitable length. Fasten the Hex nut against the nipple so that the
nipple will not rotate further.Position the wall plate against the Wall,
make the nipple pass through the center hole of the wall plate, then

secure the wall plate against the Wall by screwing the Decorative

cap onto the nipple.

INSERT THE BULB
Insert the bulb.
