Congratulations on your purchase of your Hammaka Pillow Hammock! Before you Climb In and Hang Out, follow
these instructions to ensure your safety and maximize your comfort. The Weave Hommock is designed to hold up to
450Ibs., and can be hung anywhere there are two load bearing vertical beams capable of supporting that weight.

HANGING YOUR HAMMAKA PILLOW HAMMOCK

1. Choose a hanging area and the anchor points from which to mount your hammock. Hanging points should be approximately 12-15
feet apart and must include two load bearing vertical beams, such as trees, stud lumber from an existing structure, a professionally-
mounted wooden post or a Hommaka Hammock Stand

2. You should hang the hammock approximately four feet above the ground (higher if needed for hammock clearance above the ground).

3. Hang your Hammaka Pillow Hammock on the hardware. If the anchor points are too far apart, it may be necessary to attach an
additional piece of chain (included) to each of the hammock’s O rings, extending the reach of the hammock. It may be necessary to
purchase 2 screw hooks from your local hardware store depending on where you want to hang the hammock.
