1 Recommended weight limit for the table top 1s 30lbs and 251bs for each storage
compartment.

2 Avoid uneven weight distribution for long time as it may cause damage to the product
shape.

3 Table top may not slide smoothly when table is overloaded by weight.

4 Check and tighten the camlock and screw periodically as it may loose over the time.

How to take care of it?
