INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Before beginning the installation, carefully unpack and identify all parts referring
totheillustration.

2. Turn the electrical power to installation point OFF at circuitbreaker.

3.Slipdownthe GLASS PANELtotheinside ofthe CAGE. Locatethe TABS onto the
top edge ofthe GLASS PANEL and match the holes on them with the mounting
holes onthe top edge ofthe CAGE. Use screw driver, thread the LOCKSCREWS
into the mounting holes and hand tighten until snug to secure the GLASS PANEL.

4.Install the bulb referring to fixture markings and/or labels formaximum wattage.

5.Liftthe CAGE with GLASS PANELS upward to attach the bottom of the FIXTURE
HOOD and make the holes on the top edge of the CAGE match the mounting holes
onthe bottom ofthe FIXTURE HOOD. Secure themtogetherwiththe LOCK
SCREWS. Hand them until snug with screw driver.

6.Placethe CROSSBAR onthe BACKPLATE and align the holesinthe BACKPLATE
with asetofthreaded holesinthe CROSSBAR. Installthe (2) MOUNTING
SCREWS inthe alignedthreaded holesonthe CROSSBAR. Next, mountthe
CROSSBARtothe outletbox with (2)OUTLET BOX SCREWS (not provided).

6. Make the connections: Use wire connectors(notsupplied) connect the HOUSE
GROUND to the FIXTURE GROUND WIRE; attachthe HOUSE WHITE WIRE to
FIXTURE WHITE (or RIBBED SIDE) SUPPLY WIRE; connectthe HOUSE BLACK
(orRED)WIRE to the FIXTURE BLACK(or SMOOTH SIDE)WIRE. Wrapeach
connectionwithapproved electrical tape.

7. Carefully tuck allwires intothe WALLMOUNTED OUTLETBOX and positionthe
fixture overthe outletbox. Alignthe HOLES in the BACKPLATE with the
(2) MOUNTING SCREWS attached tothe UNIVERSAL CROSSBAR. Passthe
fixture over the (2)MOUNTING SCREWS and secure against by threading
(2)MOUNTING BALLS onto end of screw. Tighten until snug.

9. Restore powertotheinstallation point ON. Retain this sheet for future reference.

Note: Be sure EXTERIORWALL SURFACE and FIXTURE BACKPLATE are free todirtto
caulking. Using EXTERIOR GRADE CAULK, starton one side of FIXTURE BACKPLATE and
follow contour, were the FIXTURE BACKPLATE meets the EXTERIOR WALL SURFACE
upward. Proceedto caulk overtop of backplate and down otherside. DONOT CAULK
BOTTOM OF FIXTURE BACKPLATE to ensure proper moisture drainage.
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
