Beginning at the top of the picture plane,

the line extends leftward, loops, then descends until it reaches an olive-green

globe. A small black dot provides a focal point for the eye. An original

addition to the exclusive ART by TA Collection, the subtle use of color and

implied movement captures the essence of Calder's mobiles in this work on

textured paper.
