Attach Iron Leg(B) to Table Top(A) using Short Bolt((1)) and Washer((2)) with
Allen Key((6)).

Repeat the same process with the other Side Turnbuckle Set(D).

Affix Side Turnbuckle Set(D) to Table Top(A) using Long Bolt((3)) and Sleeve

In a sequential manner, tighten all Bolts and Screws until fully locked into position.
Notice: By hand, turn the Side Turnbuckle Sets (D) and Bottom Turnbuckle Set(E)
to fixed point on Turnbuckle Sets (D), (E) to further secure the Table and
maximize stability and show the Turnbuckle Sets as place as the picture.
