The minimum water pressure required is 35 psi, and the 
maximum water pressure is 108 psi. If the minimum water pressure is not met, the bidet 
toilet may not achieve the optimal cleaning performance. A water flow detection bag is 
provided for the user to test whether the water pressure is qualified.

Position the flange on the drain pipe 
outlet,  aligning the four flange holes with the drilled holes on the ground. Then, 
insert the washers and screws into the flange holes and tighten them using a 
screwdriver.
