Disconnect electrical power at fuse or circuit breaker box before installing or servicing any part of this fixture. -
Carefully remove the fixture and parts bag from the carton. I/'Z'\ -

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Remove components from the parts bag.

Remove mounting bracket (1) from the fixture (1) by removing two screws (4).

Install mounting bracket (1) to the junction box (not included) using two screws (2) to secure it

Determine drop height to assemble stems section (5). The stems included are 1x 15”, 3x 12", 1x 9" and 1x 4” for
a total of 64” long. Assemble stems (5) to the fixture (3) as needed to achieve desired drop height. It is easier to
feed fixture cord through each stem prior to connecting them together. Turn clockwise to tighten and secure it to
the canopy. This fixture comes with 108” long DC cord. Connect fixture DC cord (low voltage side) marked

positive (+) red LED wire to LED driver side positive (+) red wire per Fig.1. Connect fixture DC cord (low voltage
side) marked negative (-) red LED wire to LED driver side negative (-) black wire per Fig. 1. Excess cord can be
coiled and twist tie to hide inside the canopy. This fixture is suitable for 65° max. slope ceiling.
