FIRE:

a) Neverleave surface units unattended at high settings. Boil
overs cause smoking and greasy spillovers that may
ignite.Heat oils slowly on low or medium settings.

b) Always turn hood ON when cooking at high heat or when
flambeing food (i.e.Crepes Suzette,Cherries
Jubilee,Peppercorn Beef Flambe).

c) Clean ventilating fans frequently.Grease should not be
allowed to accumulate on fan or filter.

d) Use proper pan size.Always use cookware appropriate for
the size of the surface burner /element.

*Do not connect the hood to exhaust ducts carrying combustion
fumes(boilers,fireplaces,etc.)

*If the hood is used in conjunction with non-electrical
appliances(e.g.gas burning appliances),a sufficient degree of
aeration must be guaranteed in the room in order

to prevent the backflow of exhaust gas.The kitchen must have
an opening directly with the open airin order to guarantee the
entry of clean air.

*The minimum distance is 30 inches from the range hood to a
gas cooktop,and is 25 inches to an electric cooktop.If the
installation instructions for gas cooktop specify a greater
distance,this must be taken into account.

In certain circumstances electrical appliances may be a danger
hazard.

*Do not check the status of the filters while the range hood is
operating.

*Do not touch the light bulbs during or right after appliance in
use.

*Do not operate or disconnect the appliance with wet hands.
*Avoid free flame,as it is damaging for the filters and a fire
hazard.

*Constantly check food frying to prevent that overheated oil may
become a fire hazard.

*Disconnect electrical plug prior to any maintenance.

* The hood should not be used by children or person not
instructed in its correct use.Children don't recognize the risks of
electrical appliances. Therefore, use or keep the appliance only
under supervision of adults and out of the reach from children.

* Don't use this product outdoor.

*There shall be adequate ventilation of the room when the range
hood is used at the same time as appliances burning gas or
other fuels.

FIXTHE AIR OUTLET

1.Use the sponge strip in the accessories bag and stick it around
the air outlet by one circle and make sure there is no air leakage.
2.Using 4 screws provided to install the joint cover onto the
range hood.

DUCT FIXING

Electrical connection

*Electrical wiring must be done by a qualified person(s)in
accordance with all applicable codes and standards. Turn off
electrical power at service entrance before wiring.

*If the supply cord is damaged,it must be replaced by the
manufacturer,its service agent or similarly qualified personsin
order to avoid a hazard.

How to set the speed

Press the speed plus button+ and speed minus button—to set
the fan speed.Press the On/Off button O to turn off the fan and
automatically memorize the previous setting at the next time of
the operation. This range hood can be switch to three speed
settings.

How to set the clock

Press button O for 3 seconds,the time indicator in the display
keep flashing,press button + and —to adjust hour setting,push
button & again to set minute setting. The machine will
automatically confirm if without any operation in 3 seconds.

How to set timer delay

When the fan is working,press button O for 3 seconds,light the
timer delay indicator in the display and time indicator keep
flashing,Press button +and —to set the delay time range from
1min to 15mins. The machine will automatically confirm the
setting if without any operation in 3 seconds.

Clean indicator function

After long time usage,|f the symbol ¢« in the display light,that
indicates the grease filter reach saturation and need to
wash.Keep pressing the 4 for 3 seconds to remove this symbol
if the filter have been cleaned.

Note: The symbol & will keep lighting if without operation of
keeping button & for 3 seconds
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MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance of the Range Hood will assure proper
performance of the unit.

Disconnect the hood from the main supply before carrying
out any maintenance work.

GREASE FILTER

*The grease filters should be cleaned frequently, Use a warm
detergent solution.(every two months of operation,or more
frequently for heavy use.)

*Grease filters are washable.

1.Remove the grease filter one by one by pushing down each
latch.This will disengage the filter from the hood.Tilt the filter
downward and remove.

2. Wash the filters,taking care not to bend them. Allow them to
be dry before refitting.

3. When refitting the filters,make sure that the handle is visible
from the outside.

4. To install the grease filter,align rear filter tabs with slots in the
hood.Push down the latch,push filter into position and
release.Make sure the filter is securely engaged after assembly.

CHARCOAL FILTER FOR DUCTLESS INSTALLATION
(NOT INCLUDED)

This filter not washable,can not be regenerated,and should be
replaced approximately every 3 months of operation,or more
frequently in the case of heavy usage.

1. To install the charcoal filter(not included),and lock it until the
stop click is heard.

2.Install grease filter after charcoal filter(not included)is
installed

LED BULBS

This range hood may require two DC12V 1.5W LED.
WARNING:Always switch off the electrical supply before
carrying out any operation on the appliance.

To change bulbs:

1. Switch off power and wait for 5 minute till the bulbs cool down.
2. Wear gloves and remove the bulb by pulling sideward (as the
direction instructed).

3.Replace with DC12V 1.5W LED .

HOOD CLEANING

Stainless steel is one of the easiest materials to keep clean.
Occasional care will help preserve its fine appearance.

Cleaning tips:

* Warm water with soap or detergentis all thatis usually needed.
* Follow all cleaning by rinsing with clear water. Wipe dry with a
clean,soft cloth to avoid water marks.

*For discolorations or deposits that persist,use a non-scratching
household cleanser or stainless steel polishing powder with a
little water and a soft cloth.

*For stubborn cases use a plastic scouring pad or soft bristle
brush together with cleanser and water.Rub lightly in direction of
polishing lines or “grain”of the stainless finish.Avoid using too
much pressure that may mar the surface.

*Do not allow deposits to remain for long periods of time.

*Do not use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes. Small bits of
steel may scratch the surface and cause rust.

*Do not allow salt solutions,disinfectants,bleaches, or cleaning
compounds to remain in contact with stainless steel for extended
periods. Many of these compounds contain chemicals that may
be harmful. Rinse with water after exposure and wipe dry with a
clean cloth.

*Painted surfaces should be cleaned with warm water and mild
detergent only.

*DISPOSAL:Do not dispose this product as unsorted municipal
waste.Collection of such waste separately for special treatment
is necessary.
