1. Unpack and identify all parts.

Upholstered Seat Laminate Seat

2. Attach the seat to the chair frame
using 4 flat-head Allen bolts into
threaded inserts, as shown in
figures 1A and 1B. Note that
the laminate seat utilizes 4 nylon
spacers. Center the seat so
that the gaps between the seat
and the front leg tubes are equal
on both sides. Tighten bolts
securely.

3. Position back so that pins in
back leg tubes slide into grooves
in edges of back, as shown
in figure 2. Both upholstered
backs and laminate backs have
grooves.

4. Attach back to chair frame using damage to laminate will occur. Spacers are NOT used for upholstered seats

4 taper-head Allen bolts into
threaded inserts, as shown in
figure 3. Tighten bolts securely.

5. Your chair is now ready to use.
