Step 1:

With assistance from your adult partner, place the Frame (C) down as picture
on clean, non-marring surface. As shown in “Step 1” picture tighten the
Frame (C) to the wall with Screw (1)) and Screw Driver (2) in clockwise
direction. Full tighten the Screw ((1)).
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As shown in “Step 17, place the Large Glass (A) and Small Glass (B) at
Frame (C).
