4.1 Pass the wire plug from the motor and the safety rope through the center hole of the
light kit pan.

Align the three screw holes of the light kit pan with the three screw holes of the motor plate,
and reinstall the light kit assembly screws that were previously removed in step 3. Ensure
that all screws are securely tightened.

4.2 Allow the wire plug to pass through the light kit. Reinstall the light kit. The light kit will
be magnetically attracted to the pan with the help of magnets. Insert the wire plug into the
light kit terminal block as shown in Fig. 4.2.

Option 1: Secure the mounting plate to a wooden ceiling beam or support structure with an
approved electrical outlet box using the ST5x24mm wood screws (included) as shown
in Fig. 5.2.

Option 2: Use machine screws (provided with outlet box) and washers to attach the
mounting plate to an existing ceiling fan-rated outlet box. If the mounting plate is installed
at the outlet box, it should be installed on the outlet box with the screws that came with your
outlet box. Pull the supply wires (the black, white, and ground wires) out of the outlet box
and through the hole in the mounting plate, then set them aside.

6. Hang the Fan

6.1 Carefully lift the fan-motor assembly and hang it using the hook of the mounting plate.

Connect the Green/Yellow wire from the mounting plate to the supply Ground wire using
a wire nut.

Connect the White wire of the adapter to the supply White (Neutral) wire using a wire
nut. Connect the Black wire of the adapter to the supply Black/Red (Hot/Live) wire using
a wire nut.

Make sure all the wires are connected to the correct colors as shown in Fig. 7.1. Then, hide
the wiring and the adapter inside the motor housing.

With both hands, gently lift the fan body off of the hook. Ensure that the hook does not
interfere with the adapter.

Align the L=shaped holes on both sides of the fan body with the two loosened canopy
screws on the mounting plate. Slide the two slots on both sides of the fan body between
the heads of the screws, and then rotate the fan body to ensure the screws hold the fan
body firmly in place.

Reinstall the other two canopy screws that were previously removed into the single holes.

Tighten all four screws securely.

10. Power On

At this time, the ceiling fan has been installed. Turn on the power supply from the circuit
breaker of the main switch or the room where the ceiling fan is installed. Once the power is
on, check to see if the fan light is illuminated and pair the fan with the remote immediately.
