Attention: For the Recliner the wall plug transformer is packaged in a box ，wood legs and plastic legs are packaged in
a plastic bag , the bag attached the mechanism at the bottom of seat. For the Console the power cable 、led light & plastic legs are
packaged  in a zipper compartment under the seat. For Armless chair & Wedge the plastic legs are packaged in a zipper com partment
under the seat . For Dual Power Armless chair plastic legs are packaged in a plastic bag attached the mechanism at the bottom of seat.

STEP 2:  Sectional Connections
Place the pieces of your sectional in the location of there intended use. Using the pre attached sectional connectors begin connecting
your sectional together working left to right as seen in the example below

Attach the matching end of the wall plug transformer power cable to the power inlet located at the rear of each LAF/ RAF
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After  assembly is  complete your product  should look as seen below.
