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Assembly of Four 2# boards. Connect two 1# boards on
both sides for the first one with Triple Connectors (A)

Connect the piece of Step 2 and the 6#
board with Short Cup Head Screw (F)
Now you've done the base of the TV stand.

Use Triple Connectors (A) and Wooden Tenon (B) to connect
the 1# boards with the Four workpieces of Step 1.
*Note that there is a drilled hole under each triple connector, but
the wooden tenon is not.



Assembly of three 10#
boards. insert two Plate
Buckles (B)on both
sides for the first one,
and insert two Plate
Buckles (B)on one side
for the other two.

Fix three 10# boards and two 11# boards on the 8# board with Triple
Connectors (A) and Wooden Tenon (B). install the Slide Rails (D)
between the 10# and 11# boards with Self Tapping Screws (E)

Fix the 7# and 9# board on the workpiece in Step 6 with Triple
Connectors (A)and Wooden Tenon (B) as shown. Now you've
done the main body of the TV stand.

Flip the main body of the TV stand
over, insert the Back Panel Buckles
(O)into four corners, and fix them
with Self Tapping Screws (E).
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Now you need to choose the placement direction of the TV stand and then fix the
5# board under the main body with Screw (N). Affix the Pads (M) under the other
side of the main body.



Fix the Slide Rail (D) on the outside of the 13# board with self-tapping screws (E), and
connect the 13# board with the 14# board with Connectors (A). Insert #15 base plate.
Connect the 12#boards with Triple Connectors (A) in the same way.  



Place the main body on the base. Align the joints between the rails and place
the drawers.



Install the Curved Hinge (C)with Self Tapping Screws
(E)between 16# boards and the joints of the layers.



Install the Full Thread Screw (l)  on the side 
of the pre-drilled 3# board, theraffix Pads (M) 
on the other side.

Put the Crescent Connectors (K) into the holes of the 4# boards. Flip the
workpiece from Step 12 over, and make sure the Full Thread Screw (l)
goes through the Crescent Connectors (K). Tighten the Full Thread
Screw (l) with Nut (J) with Wrench (L).
