Step 1 

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS 

DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN SCREWS AND BOLTS UNITL THE 

ENTIRE IS COMPLETELY ASSEMBLED 

Turn the Chair Back (A) on the floor. Attach Seat Box W/Seat Cushion (B) to Chair Back (A) by inserting 
Flat Washer (1), Spring Washer (2), and Short Bolt (3) into the holes of the center of the Seat Box W/Seat 
Cushion (B). Tighten with Allen Key (6). Do not fully tighten. 
Step 2 
Insert Flat Washer (1), Spring Washer (2), and Long Bolt (5) into the holes of the corner of the Seat Box 
W /Seat Cushion (B). Tighten with Allen Key ( 6). Do not fully tighten. 
Step 3 
Attach side Stretcher (C) to Chair Back (A) . 
Step 4 
Attach RSF /LSF Front Leg (D),(E) to Seat Box W/Seat Cushion (B) by inserting Flat Washer (1), Spring 
Washer (2), and Medium Bolt (4). Tighten with Allen Key (6), attach Front Stretcher (F) to RSF / LSF Front 
Leg (D),(E) by inserting Screw (7), and tighten with a Philip-head screwdriver ( not provided). Now fully 
tighten all bolts. Product assembly is now completed.

Troubleshooting Guide 

The most important element of com,ct chair asaembly is to tighten the bolts as directed. Prematun,ly 
tightening the bolts can lead to numerous Issues and wlll lengthen the asaembly time. Llst8d below ant 
the most conman Issues In chair assembly and their easy solutlons. 

PROBLEM: Chair is unlevel. 

Cause 1: 
Unlevel chairs can occur If the bolts ant fully tightened befont all bolts ant attached. Thent Is a 
varianca in the alignment of this chair to allow the chair to be asaembled mont easily. 

Solutlon: 
Loosen each bolt In the seat box (front legs, back comer blocks and back apron) untll they ant 11nger 
tight Placa the chair upright on the floor. SI in the chair for about 30 seconds. Cantfully tum the 
chair upside down and tighten each bolt. The chair wlll now be level. 

Cause 2: 
Unlevel chairs can occur if one or mont of the floor glides ant missing from the bottom of the chair leg. 

Solutlon: 

Request a set of floor glldes from the e-mal addntss below. 

PROBLEM: Bolts do not fit properly. 

Cause: 
This issue can occur when the bolts ant tightened fully before all bolts ant attached. Thent is a variance 
In the allgnment of the bolts to allow the chair to be assembled mont easlly. Tightening the bolts 
pntmatuntly can cause the holes for the other bolts to become sllghtly mlsallgned, causing the 
ntmaining boits not to tit properly. 

Solutlon: 

Make sunt each bolt In the seat box (front legs, back comer blocks and back apron) Is loosened untl 
finger tight This will allow you to ntalign the holes, and the bolts wll not tit property. 
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
