Place the Table Top(A) on a clean, non-marring surface, facedown.
Attach Leg(B) to the Table Top(A) using Bolt(®) and Flat Washer(®) with Allen
Wrench(®) as shown.

Insert the Concave Wood base(C) into the Wood base(D), Meanwhile using
Bolt(®) and Flat Washer(®) with Allen Wrench(®) as strengthening. Then, attach
the Concave Wood base(C) and the Wood base(D) to the Leg(B) using Bolt(®)
and Flat Washer(®) with Allen Wrench(®) .

Attach Adjustable Leveller(®) to the Concave Wood base(C) and the Wood
base(D) by hand.

Turn the End Table right side up. Your End Table is ready for use.
