ACTIVATION
Install 9V battery (included) in unit and close lid. Place unit inside cabinet on a paper towel 
where leaking water would pool. Press and hold button for four seconds; safety valve will 
open and emit one long beep. Unit is then operational.
AUTO SHUT-OFF
When unit detects moisture, safety valve will activate and shut-off water. Unit will beep 
continually and blink with a blue light. To reset the unit after leak is repaired, press and 
hold reset button for four seconds. Safety valve will reset, open and emit one long beep. 
LOW POWER SHUT-OFF
When system’s battery needs replacement (every 12-months) control valve will shut-off 
water supply to the filtration system. Unit will beep and blink with a red light to indicate 
need for battery replacement.
REGULAR TESTING
Over time, the auto shut-off valve may get clogged with impurities from water. It is important 
to test the system periodically by touching the metal plate to water. If safety valve does not 
shut-off, remove the unit and clear debris.
