. To reduce the risk of electric shock, ensure that the electricity has been

turned off at the circuit breaker or fuse box before you begin.

. All wiring must be in accordance with the National Electrical Code

ANSI/NFPA70-1999 and local electrical codes. Electrical installation should
be performed by a qualified licensed electrician.

. The outlet box and support structure must be securely mounted and

capable of reliably supporting 66 lbs (30 kg). Use only UL Listed outlet
boxes marked "Acceptable for Fan Support of 66 Ibs (30 kg) or less".

. The fan must be mounted with a minimum of 7 ft. (2.1 m) clearance from

the trailing edge of the blades to the floor.

Do not operate the reversing switch while the fan blades are in motion. You
must turn the fan off and stop the blades before you reverse the blade
direction.

Do not place objects in the path of the blades. To mitigate the risk of
personal injury, refrain from bending the blade brackets (also known as
flanges) during assembly or post-installation.

. To avoid personal injury or damage to the fan and other items, use caution

when working around or cleaning the fan.

Electrical diagrams are for reference only. Light kits that are not packed
with the fan must be UL-listed and marked suitable for use with the model
fan you are installing. Switches must be UL General Use Switches. Refer to
the instructions packaged with the light kits and switches for proper
assembly.

. After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be turned

upward and pushed carefully up into the outlet box. The wires should be
spread apart with the grounded conductor and the equipment-grounding
conductor on one side of the outlet box.

All setscrews must be checked and re-tightened where necessary before
installation.

WOODEN CEILING

+ To install on wooden ceiling, use the

self-tapping screws to attach the
hanging bracket to either the wooden
beam or the junction box. Select the
appropriate option based on your
specific requirements.

Expansion Screws

For a concrete ceiling, use an 8mm
diameter percussion bit to drill holes
to match the length of the expansion
screws. Then, use the provided
expansion screws to secure the
hanging bracket to the ceiling. Select
the screws based on your specific
requirements.

Instructions for Using the Balancing Kit

If there is an unacceptable amount of fan wobble after completing all the steps in your Owner’s
Manual under "INSTALLATION STEPS', please use the Balancing Kit as follows:

1. Determine the Speed with the Greatest Wobble: Turn the fan on and set the speed control to
the setting where the wobble is the greatest.

2. Install the Balance Clip: Turn off the fan and allow it to come to a complete stop. Select one
blade and place the balance clip on it, halfway between the blade holder and the blade tip on the
trailing edge of the blade.

3. Test for Wobble: Turn the fan on and observe whether the wobble has increased or decreased.
Turn the fan off, move the clip to another blade, and retest. Repeat this procedure on all blades,
noting the blade on which the greatest improvement is achieved.

4. Adjust the Balance Clip Position: Move the clip back to the blade that showed the greatest
improvement. Move the clip inward and outward on this blade and operate the fan to find the
position where the clip gives the greatest improvement.

5. Install the Balancing Weight: Remove the clip and install a balancing weight to the top of the
blade along the centerline near the point where the clip was positioned.

6. Further Adjustment: If the fan wobble problem has not been corrected, you may wish to try to
improve the balancing further by using the balancing clip and additional weights.

Following these steps should help you effectively reduce the wobble of your fan. If the issue
remains unresolved, please refer to the contact information at the end of the manual to contact us
or Amazon.

Problem Solution

» Check the main and branch circuit fuses or breakers.
The fan will not start. » Check the line wire connections to the fan and

switch wire connections in the switch housing.

Ensure all motor housing screws are snug.

Ensure that the screws attaching the fan blade

bracket to the motor hub are tight.

+ Ensure the wire nut connections are not rattling

The fan is noisy. against each other or the interior wall of the switch
housing.

+ Allow a 24-hour "breaking in" period. Most noises

associated with a new fan disappear during this

time.

+ These issues are likely caused by poor contact.
The terminals (red, pink, gray wires) on the motor
may be loose. Follow these steps to resolve the
