To give you an overview of the End Table parts, the above picture is to

help you put the various parts into perspective.
Please read through the instructions herebelow to familiarise the parts

and steps before assembly.




Place the Table Top(A) on a clean, non-marring surface, facedown.

Attach Protruding Leg(B) and Leg(C)to the Table Top(A) using Bolt((D) and Flat
Washer(®) with Allen Wrench(®) as shown.

Align the mountings in the middle of Protruding Leg(B) to Leg(C). Using Bolt((D)
and Flat Washer(®) with Allen Wrench(®®)

Step 2

Attach the Shelf(D) to the end of the Protruding Leg(B) and Leg(C), slightly adjust
the Protruding Leg(B) and Leg(C) so that the screw mounting positions on the
Protruding Leg(B) and Leg(C) are lined with the mounting positions on the
Shelf(D).

Slightly screw the Feet(E) one by one through the Shelf(D) to connect with the
Protruding Leg(B) and Leg(C).




Attach Adjustable Leveller(®) to the Feet (E) by hand.
Attach Resin Plug(®) to the middle of Leg(C) by hand.

Step 4

Turn the End Table right side up.
Your End Table is ready for use.
Caution: This End Table can only be used on a flat, level surface.




Care & Maintenance
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Furniture may scratch floors. We recommend using
furniture pads to protect your floors.

Do not put hot items directly on furniture surface.

Do not clean furniture with harsh cleansers or polish.

Do not place furniture under direct sunlight.
