Simply press the lower tab of the drawer 
with your hand and pull the drawer out 
with your other hand
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Note: the hole faces
 inward

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To adjust the vertical height.
Loosen the four screws "A" on both hinges.
Two of them are usually in slotted holes which
allows you to adjust up or down by a few mm.
Then tighten back up.

To adjust depth.
Loosen screw "B" and adjust door, if the door can
not be adjusted, please loosen screw "C", then try
again. Tighten screw "B" and "C".

To adjust side ways.
Turning the screw "C" on BOTH hinges on each
door.

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Tear off a layer of 3M
polyethylene foam.

Pass the bulb wire through the pre punched plate, then gently

When connecting the interface, please note
that the colors of the wires at both ends
correspond one by one.
