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STEP 1 Insert Glass Panels-

A. Tilt the Glass Panel (B), insert into the Slot inside the
bottom of the Cage (C). fasten with the Tabs in the top
edge of the Cage (C).

STEP 2 - Install Candle Cover

A. Place the Candle Cover (I) over the Socket.

STEP 3 Install Bulb-

A. This fixture uses standard bulb with a candelabra screw
base. Maximum 60 watts.

B. Insert bulb and screw snugly into place.

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STEP 4 Install Plate-

A. Line up the holes on the Plate (H) to the Mounting Holes
on the top edge of the Cage (C). Secure by threading the
Lock Screws (G) into the Mounting Holes on the Cage (C).
Hand tighten until snug.

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STEP 5 Attach Fixture Hood-

A. Place the Fixture Hood (F) and the Waterproof Washer
(E) over the Nipple on the center of the Plate (H).
Secure by threading the Finial (D) onto the Nipple.
Hand tighten until snug.

STEP 6 Drill Pilot Holes on Post-

A. Carefully fit the Post Fitter over the end of the Post (not
supplied), making sure the Post Fitter is fully seated.

B. Mark the drill point for the (3) Mounting Screws, using
(3) Mounting Holes as reference. After marking hole
locations, remove fixture from post and drill 1/16” pilot
holes for screws.

STEP 7 Make Wire Connections-

A. Use standard wire connectors to make all wire
connections. (Connectors are not included with fixture.)
Strip and prepare wire ends according to instructions
supplied with connectors.

B. Connect White Supply Wire from the Post to White Wire
from fixture.

C. Connect Black (or Red) Supply Wire from the Post to
Black Wire from fixture.

D. Connect Ground Wire from the Post to Ground Wire from
fixture.

E. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.
F. Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and

carefully stuff all the connected wires into the Post.

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STEP 8 - Attach Fixture Body to Post

A. Coat the top 1” of the Post with Clear Silicone Caulk
(not supplied) and position the Post Fitter onto the Post.
Be sure to seat it completely, aligning the holes in the
Fitter with the 1/16” Pilot Holes drilled into the Post.

B. Secure the Fixture to Post with (3) Mounting Screws.
