Assembly Instructions

Before you commence the assembly process we recommend that you read these instructions thoroughly
beforehand to familiarise yourself with the assembly process and to also check that you have the correct
components. If for any reason you need assistance, you can find our contact details on the final page of
these instructions.

We highly recommend that any assembly is carried out on a flat, level surface if possible and that you
use another person to assist you if necessary.

Align one of the longer posts (shorter for a reversed Attach the panel to the post by screwing through the
roof) with the other end of the back panel. batten using shorter green screws as before.

Remove the blocks from beneath the 2nd panel and
then slide the base into position as shown, ensuring
that the centre post and the central cross member of
the base are aligned centrally.

Rearrange the spacer blocks and offer up the next
panel, aligning and attaching it as before.
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Attach the base to the end panel front post first,
using 2 of the longer green screws and then secure
the rear post in the same way.

Using more of the longer screws now attach the
base to the rear posts as shown.

Slide the remaining end panel into place as shown
above and attach it to the frame as you did with the
first end panel with longer green screws into the
front and rear posts. If you are fitting a kindling
shelf, omit steps 12 -14 and attach the front posts
before fitting the kindling shelf & lattice and then
attaching the roof.

Carefully place the roof on top of the log store.
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Check that the batten ends sit flush with the posts as Secure the rear of the roof using shorter green
shown.

Place a spacer block at the front of the log store Align the top hinge in place, ensuring that the gap
adjacent to the front end post and rest the hinge between the door and post is consistent at top and
side of the appropriate door on the block, aligning it bottom.
