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Carefully place al parts on a smooth surface and line them up as per the sketch.
Begin the assembly at the bottom of the lamp. Screw the bottom tube (F) onto
the base (G) and turn clockwise to tighten.

Screw the middle tube (E) onto the bottom tube (F) and turn clockwise to tighten.
Screw the upper tube (D) onto the middle tube (E) and turn clockwise to tighten.

Screw the socket assembly (C) onto the upper tube (D) and turn clockwise to tighten.

Remove thering (A) from socket, then put the shade (B) onto the socket and turn
to tighten with thering (A).

Install the bulb and insert the polarized plug into awall outlet and enjoy your lamp.
Turn the light on and off using step-on/off switch on the cord.

To clean, use a soft dry cloth only. Never use chemical or abrasive cleaners.

Usea 23W CFL Typebulb or 100W (Maximum) Incandescent A Type bulb.
