Sliding Shower and Bath Doors

This door requires professional installation. Two installers recommended.

Measure the finished opening before proceeding with the installation 
to be sure that the correct model size has been ordered.

Threshold must be level; Walls must be plumb.  

These instructions will show the installation of the shower door.
Please follow the same steps for the installation of the tub door.

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For Guide Rail Brackets:
 ◾If a stud is present behind the wall:
   drill a Ø1/4”(6mm) hole up to the stud. (recommended) 
OR  
  ◾If no stud is present behind the wall:
   drill a Ø3/8”(7mm) hole and install the Wall Anchor . 

For Wall Brackets:
 ◾If a stud is present behind the wall:
   drill a Ø3/16”(4mm) hole up to the stud. 
OR  
  ◾If no stud is present behind the wall:
   drill a Ø5/16”(8mm) hole and install the Wall Anchor .

Wall Bracket Assembly & Roller of Installation
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Parts Needed

Tools Needed

The adjustment set screws within the Guide Rail  
Bracket (#14) must be aligned vertically 
for easier access to adjust for level if necessary  
after the glass is installed. Align the set screws  
vertically and tighten. 

DO NOT attach the handle to the Door Glass until instructed. 
DO NOT attempt to lift the Door Glass with the handle as this may 
result in damage to the glass and/or serious personal injury. Use a 
professional grade glass suction cup and an assistant.

Before you install the Panel Glass (#10), 
attach the  top Roller Assemblies (#01) to 
the Door Glass  (#04) with the wheels 
facing outside of the shower. 
Align the safety set screw towards the top 
for easier access. Then, take the Door 
Glass (#04) into the shower area and lean 
it against the wall with the handle holes on 
the correct side. Always use padding to 
protect the glass and shower surfaces.

The adjustment disks in the wheels are the same as the disks in the Glass-to-Rail Brackets and can 
be  rotated to adjust the Door Glass (#04) to create a seal with the wall. The Safety Set Screw on 
both Roller  Assembly Wheels MUST be re-tightened after installation to prevent the wheel 
bolt from becoming  loose. Apply Thread Lock Adhesive  during installation. 



To create a good seal with the wall and to achieve minimal clearance beneath the door glass without making  
contact with the bottom guide block or threshold.
Have at least two 3/16” shims or wedge shims (to maintain space beneath the door glass) and an assistant 
available to help with this procedure.
Adjust only one wheel at a time. You may need to perform these steps more than once to get the desired results.

NOTE: Be sure to install the Bulb Vinyl Seal onto the edge of the door glass to protect the edge from 

contact with the wall during installation or adjustment.  

                    CAUTION: The door glass is heavy and may require two people to safely accomplish these steps. 
                    DO NOT adjust the Roller Assemblies without first securing the door glass with shims, an assistant or 

                    both.

Roller Assembly Adjustment Procedure 

The provided Thread Lock will remain workable 
for approximatley 10-15 minutes before drying.

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1. First, loosen and lower either the Roller Guards or Bottom Rollers to allow enough room to 

    adjust the upper rollers. 

2. Loosen the safety set screw on the roller (remove and apply a drop of thread lock if not done already)

3. Loosen the wheel bolt just enough so that you can rotate the adjustment disk. (remove and apply a drop of  

    thread lock if not done already)

4. Rotate the adjustment disk to raise or lower the door slightly with help from an assistant. You can use a small

   tool (like an allen wrench) to aid in turning this disk by inserting it into the small hole on the edge of the 
   adjustment disk. 

5. While holding the adjustment disk in place, retighten the wheel bolt. Use a shim or have an assistant hold the

   door glass in place while you retighten the wheel bolt.

6. Once satisfied with the adjustment, it is very important to re-tighten the safety set screw to secure the  

   wheel bolt in place. 

7. Reposition the bottom roller approximately 1/16” beneath the guide rail and retighten. 

   adjust the lower rollers to make contact with the guide rail using the same methods as described in the steps 



Vinyl Seals & Handle Installation

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Product Care & Maintenance 

   Glass Panels

After each shower, rinse and wipe the glass with a soft cloth or squeegee

To prevent soap residue and water spots.

Hard water left to dry can cause permanent etching—drying after use is

Highly recommended.

Do not use abrasive cleaners, scouring powders, bristle brushes, or

Abrasive sponges that may scratch the glass.

   Hardware & Metal Finishes

Wipe metal parts dry with a soft cloth after each use to maintain their finish.

Avoid cleaners containing ammonia, bleach, or acids. If such cleaners 

Come in contact, rinse immediately to prevent peeling or corrosion.

Clean stainless steel at least once a week. When using stainless steel 

Polish, always wipe in the direction of the grain.

Never use steel wool, wired brushes, or abrasive pads on metal surfaces.

Maintenance Checklist

   Ensure the unit is stable, operates smoothly, and is securely installed

   Verify panel glass and brackets are properly secured

   Check guide block alignment with the threshold and glass

   Confirm proper clearance beneath the door glass

   Inspect screws and tighten if needed

   Inspect vinyl seals; replace if damaged or missing

   Examine all glass edges for chips or cracks

   Replace any damaged glass immediately
