Surface or Worn Shower Arm Threads. If you suspect Damaged Washer Surfuce, using
screwdriver or pointed metal tool, pull out Washer from Connection Nut, turn it up-side-down |7’J WRONG
and nest back info Nut ( repeat step 2). If the leak is caused by Worn Shower Arm

Threads, wrap some Plumber's Tape (included) around Shower Arm threads.
