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INSTALLATION

Step 1

Attach two legs (2) to two legs (4) with connector (3), washers (F) and screws (A)

by using the Allen key (C) and all screws in the table legs should be 50% tight

first.

Step 2

Place the tempered glass tabletop (1) upside down on a flat and non-marring

surface. Insert dowels (D) into tempered glass tabletop (1).
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Step 3

Attach legs (2,4) to tempered glass tabletop (1) with nuts (E) using hexagon

socket wrench (G). Attach glides (B) to the bottom of legs (2,4). Fully tighten all

screws in the table legs.

Step 4

Put the table face up carefully.
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CLEANING &CARE

 Wipe regularly with clean water and a damp, clean, soft white cloth.

 General cleaning can be done as needed with a mild detergent and water

solution.

 Always rinse with clean water and dry. For heavy soiling, dampen a soft

white cloth or soft bristle brush. Use care as scrubbing can damage the

surface.

 DO NOT use any cleaners with corrosive ingredients (lye, acids or

ammonia).

 This product should not be discarded with household waste. Take to your

local authority waste disposal centre.
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
